	Please save this file, which is a ‘WORD’ table, under two different names.  That way you can delete the info page I have typed in these rows and simply start typing your list, whilst still having a copy to refer back to.  
All changes like inserting a row etc. must be done through the dropdown ‘TABLE’ box or ‘Table Tools’ on your top toolbar.  The numbering is auto so when you insert, or delete, a row the number reflects the change.  

For small arms ammunition I use the word bullet when referring to the bullet part of the round, not projectile.  A bullet is something fitted to a cartridge, whereas a projectile can be a stone projected from a slingshot.  I mainly use projectile when referring to artillery.

These are not rules, just suggestions, so that we keep the auctions as easy for readers to follow as we possibly can.   I urge you to provide good descriptions for your items including its condition as the Club has a return policy for absentee bidders if items are not as described.  You will also attract much higher bids from absentee bidders if they know EXACTLY what they are bidding on.
